County Airport Administration and M & M Aviation Services, we welcome all to the Whiteside County 
Airport and the gathering of DC-3/C-47s. We hope your visit will be pleasurable and enjoyable during 
your participation at this historic “Last Time” event. 
 
This historic event, billed as “The Last Time”, has been organized to celebrate the 75th anniversary of the 
DC-3 type aircraft.  Designed as an airliner in 1935, the DC-3 was pressed into military service in WWII 
as the C-47 and served in every theater of the war.  The largest gathering of them in any one place was at 
the English air fields in preparation for the D-day invasion of Normandy.  Some of these same crew 
members will once again fly in these magnificent birds gathering in Rock Falls, Illinois.  The fact that 
these famous aircraft, both DC-3s and the military version, C-47s, will be here at our airport is considered 
by us as an honor.  Some of these aircraft will be carrying a precious cargo of WWII veterans (pilots, 
paratroopers) and other important history-making people; some who helped to change our world and our 
country, others who are in a position to change our country now. 
  
Expect their arrival some time on July 23rd, or 24th.  Their departure will be near midday on Monday, July 
26th forming a fleet of aircraft over the Whiteside County Airport.  During the time they are here, we will 
strive to treat all, both crews of the aircraft and spectators with the hospitality for which the Rock River 
Valley is famous.  We welcome all whether they come “by land or by air”!

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For the General Public –  
 

·  There is NO SMOKING ALLOWED anywhere inside the perimeter fence.  Please dispose of 
all extinguished smoking materials in the refuse containers. 

·  Please refrain from entering the main terminal building unless you have specific business 
with M & M Aviation.  Unless you have business to conduct with M & M Aviation Services, the 
main terminal will be off-limits to everyone except volunteer workers and DC-3/C-47 guests.  
Please understand this due to the anticipated crowd. 

·  All other airport buildings are off limits to the general public. 
·  Port-o-Potties are located on the north side of the main parking lot.  Hand washing stations will be 

provided near the Port-o-Potties.  Please use them and do not attempt to use bathroom facilities in 
any airport building.  The bathrooms in the buildings will not be able to keep up with demand, so 
be advised they will all be closed. 

·  Aircraft parking ramps will open to the general public from 8 am until 6 pm on Saturday 
and Sunday.  This means that all general public will be asked to leave the ramp at or before 6:00 
pm.  Only pilots and/or crew who have aircraft on the ramp or transient traffic will be allowed on 
the ramp after 6:00 pm.  All transient traffic is encouraged to leave the airport as soon as 
practicable no later than 6:00 pm on Saturday and Sunday if not staying the night.  This is to 
provide for greater security for the guest aircraft. 

·  All ramps will be closed on Monday to everyone except transient air traffic and DC-3/C-47 crews. 
·  Please obey all our volunteers.  Volunteers have been trained to provide for greater security and 

efficiency of movement on ramps and in parking lots.  Volunteers will be on the main ramp to 
provide for safety by marshalling the general public while there is aircraft movement on the ramp.  
Volunteers will also marshal transient aircraft to parking areas on Runway 18-36.  Volunteers may 
be identified by either yellow or orange wristbands, orange or bright green T-shirts, or uniformed 
Civil Air Patrol or Boy Scouts (BSA and CAP will be mostly helping with auto parking). 

·  Aircraft Movement Areas.  During the weekend, there are times when aircraft will be moving on 
the ramps.  Please understand that these aircraft CANNOT SEE IMMEDIATELY IN FRONT.  As 
they are large, tail-wheel equipped aircraft, the height and angle of the cockpit both contribute to 
their INABILITY to see directly forward.  Please stay out of the way of any moving aircraft.  
Please obey the instructions of any and all volunteers who are helping to marshal spectators out of 
the path of the taxi aircraft. 

·  NO SPECTATORS WILL BE ALLOWED ON OR NEAR ANY ACTIVE  RUNWAY.  
Anyone found on or near an active runway will be asked to leave the airport premises.  Please stay 
on the ramps.  If you have any questions, please ask a ramp marshal. 

·  Commemorative items are on sale from M & M Aviation Services, Ltd. 
·  Refreshments will be available from various vendors who will be set-up on Saturday, Sunday and 

Monday morning.  There will be no refreshments available before Saturday. 
 
 
 
 
 

 



Authorized Media, Photo-journalists and other news staff: 
 

·  Parking will be allowed for the Media in an area under the airport’s beacon.  As there are many 
electrical and other infrastructure cables under ground, no stakes or other rods will be permitted to 
be driven into the ground without the express permission of the airport manager.  Any member of 
the media who attempts to connect to any of the airport’s infrastructure or attempts to penetrate the 
ground without permission will be asked to leave the premises. 

·  All media are required to report to the Main Terminal for check-in and to receive press credentials 
from local officials.  Please do this before going out to the ramp areas. 

·  A special media view area will be provided along the main runway.  Access to that area is strictly 
controlled due to the movement areas of the airport.  No one will be allowed to transfer from the 
ramp area to the viewing area or from the viewing area to the ramp without an escort.  Please 
report to the main terminal to arrange for an escort.  Have your press credentials with you at all 
times.  If your press equipment includes a satellite feed truck, you will have special parking in the 
area around the airport’s beacon. 

 
 
 
 
 

Vendors: 
 

·  A special vendor parking has been provided between the main entry road and the fence that runs 
along the southern edge of the airport’s T-hangar buildings. 

·  All vendors will receive their vendor credentials directly from Cathy Brunner, Chairman-Vendor 
Committee.  Please check in to receive an assigned area with Cathy Brunner. 

·  All vendors are reminded that no electricity, water or liquid disposal will be provided.  Also, as 
there are many electrical and other infrastructure cables under ground, no stakes or other rods will 
be permitted to be driven into the ground without the express permission of the airport manager.  
Any vendor who attempts to penetrate the ground or connecting to the airport’s infrastructure 
without permission will be asked to leave the premises and will forfeit the vendor paid fee. 



ARRIVAL INSTRUCTIONS & GUIDELINES  
 
Visitors from the air: 

·  Parking will be available on Runway 18-36 which will be closed for that purpose.  Parking will be allowed 
north of Taxiway A.  Please listen to AWOS (119.175) and make standard non-towered radio calls on 
CTAF (123.00).  All arrivals will be asked to contribute a $5.00 free will parking fee to offset our expenses.  
No admission will be charged. 

·  No aircraft will be allowed to taxi west of the intersection of Runway 18-36. 
·  Taxiways C and D will be closed to transient traffic. 
·  100LL Fuel will be available via a truck.  Please call M & M Aviation on 123.00 for fuel service. 
·  Any aircraft needing jet fuel, if possible, please call in advance. 
·  The ramp will close at 6:00 pm.  Please be sure to leave the airport as soon as practicable after 6:00 pm.  

Transient aircraft wishing to remain longer must report in to M & M Aviation in the Main Terminal and will 
be asked to provide tail number, contact phone, and overnight accommodation site.  Normal overnight 
parking fees will be in effect. 

·  The airport will be closed to all inbound traffic and outbound traffic except DC-3/C-47s on Monday, July 
26th from 10 am until 3 pm, CDT (1500Z to 2000Z). (Subject to change) 

 
Visitors from the ground: 

·  TRAFFIC APPROACHING FROM THE EAST ON INTERSTATE 88 
o Traffic approaching the airport from the east on Interstate 88 will be asked to exit on U.S. Route 

30, at exit #44.  From there turn right onto U.S. Route 30.  Follow U.S. Route 30 into Rock Falls.  
Turn left (south) on Illinois Route 40 (stoplight).  Go 1 ½ miles to the entrance to the airport. 

·  TRAFFIC APPROACHING FROM THE WEST ON INTERSTATE 88 
o Traffic approaching the airport area from the west on Interstate 88 will be asked to exit on U.S. 

Route 30/Illinois Route 2, at exit #36.  From there turn right onto U.S. Route 30/Illinois Route 2.  
At the stop sign, continue on U.S. Route 30 into Rock Falls.  Turn right (south) on Illinois Route 40 
(stoplight).  Go 1 ½ miles to the entrance to the airport. 

·  TRAFFIC APPROACHING FROM THE NORTH ON ILLINOIS ROUT E 40. 
o Traffic approaching the airport area from the north on Illinois Route 40, continue ½ mile past 

Interstate 88 to the entrance to the airport. 
·   TRAFFIC APPROACHING FROM THE SOUTH ON ILLINOIS ROUT E 40. 

o Traffic approaching the airport area from the south on Illinois Route 40, the entrance to the airport 
is ½ mile north of the intersection of Route 40 and Thome Road.   

·  OVERFLOW PARKING 
o Shuttle buses will be provided from the “North 40” Lot.  This lot is accessible from Duden Road.  

Duden Road is the first road south of Interstate 88 on Illinois Route 40.  Turn east off of Illinois 
Route 40. 

·  HANDICAPPED PARKING 
o Those who are driving handicapped passengers may drop the passengers off at the Main Terminal 

Building, then park in a regular parking spot.  Handicapped drivers will be able to park in a 
designated area near the Main Terminal. 

·  VOLUNTEER PARKING 
o Only those people with volunteer parking permits will be allowed to park in the southern section of 

the “North 40” Lot.  These are people who have been trained for a specific job and have volunteer 
credentials.
